
GRADUATE ASSISTANTSHIP REMINDERS
1. The Graduate School will provide an out-of-state tuition waiver for students awarded Hayes, Excellence, or Alumni Fellowships.  If a department wants the student to also have an in-state tuition waiver, it must come out of the departmental allocation.

2. Students awarded Greensboro Graduate Scholarships must be provided with an out-of-state tuition waiver from their department’s waiver allocation.

3. Tuition waivers are worth 9 credit hours per semester.

4. Remember, no student should begin work on an appointment until after the appointment has been approved by the Graduate School.

5. The following conditions must be met during the entire time that a graduate student holds an assistantship:

a. Must be fully admitted into a degree program—No Provisions

b. Must be enrolled in at least 6 credit hours per semester

c. Must have a GPA of at least 3.0

d. Cannot work more than 20 hours per week
e. Teaching assistants must have 18 graduate hours in the discipline they are teaching
6. Make sure the division of funds (if applicable) between 868 and 101 is carefully accounted for. Deficits in either fund will not be permitted.

7. Please send PD-7 forms for all 868-funded appointments and other known appointments by May 6th; all others by July 8th.
8. Please note that 868 funds unused by June 1st will revert back to the Graduate School.
