Discussion

1).  Review of Fall Forum Notes – Donna has some input from us and hopes to prepare a document for the Dean summarizing the events of the Fall Forum and what questions and comments we received from staff. Donna’s summary of comments concerning HR was:

3).  Spring Forum:  The focus of this April meeting is mostly the Staff Awards but is there anything else we can do?  Maggie mentioned the “handbook” we had talked about listing names, depts. and numbers and any helpful websites, cheat sheets and information that would help other staff – we could try to have that read for distribution.
