IT-enabled enhancement or transformation of various structures and processes in the health care delivery system can not only help reduce the cost of health care delivery, but also enhance the quality of care provided. The goal of this special issue is to explore current research and practice in the use of IT in general, and Internet technologies specifically, to improve the health care delivery systems in various parts of the world. Given JGITM’s focus, it is imperative that global/international issues are captured in each submission, i.e., a single country study without any international implications, is not suitable for JGITM. 
Key players in the health care system include patients, physicians, health care organizations, pharmaceutical companies, insurance companies, the government, and policy makers, and this special issue is particularly interested in elucidating the nature and extent of IT use in these stakeholder segments. This track also aims to foster discussions on opportunities for future use of IT in health care, and also threats and concerns involved in the use of IT.

In such a context, we invite the research community to submit quality papers dealing with information technology for global health care needs. Suggested topics include, but are not limited to:

· Online diagnosis and treatment systems

· Online health maintenance systems

· Enhancing traditional clinical decision making through IT

· Country specific health care IT needs

· Technical, managerial, and behavioral issues involved in the implementation of IT in health care
