Course Objective:
The field of health economics has become increasingly popular in recent decades, as medical expenditures consume a significant and increasing share of gross domestic product, and have been accompanied by significant improvement in some but not all health outcomes.  This course focuses on the decisions made by households, employers and on the market for health insurance – that is on the “demand side” of health.  The distinction between health as an output and medical care as one input will be emphasized.
Grading in the course will be based on the following criteria: general class participation (25%); class presentations (25%); written assignments (25%); final project (25%).  The written assignments will consist of 3 or 4 short papers taking the form of memos, article summaries, referee reports or brief analyses.  The final project will be involve the review of a specific literature, with or without an accompanying analysis of data.  Specific information will be supplied at a later date.  Details on the class presentations and participation are provided below.
Class Meeting Times and Final Project Preparation Period
We will follow a slightly unusual class meeting schedule in this course.  Monday/Wednesday courses typically meet 28 times for 75 minutes each over the course of the semester.  We will meet the same total amount of time (35 hours) but will do so by meeting for 105 minutes on Mondays and 80 minutes on Wednesdays, with the last class occurring on or around April 14.  The purpose of this is to allow you to work on your final course project, the extended research paper, after all class meetings have been completed.  This final project will be due at 11:00 AM on Monday, May 10, which is the final exam time designated for this class.
Preparation Required Prior to Class Meetings:
This class will use a modified seminar format.  I will present somewhere between one-third and one-half of the material (essentially a lecture but with large amounts of class discussion), with the remainder being led by students.  When you are leading the discussion of an article (or articles), you will be expected to begin with a short presentation of key aspects or issues; this should be accompanied with a handout containing pertinent aspects of the formal presentation (to avoid the need to write out lots of equations in class), that should be e-mailed to me in advance.  You will then moderate the more extensive discussion that follows.   When you are not the presenter, you will be expected to have carefully read the materials before class and to participate extensively in the discussion of them.  This will determine the class participation portion of your grade.

Readings:
There is no textbook for this course, however, you may wish to obtain an undergraduate-level textbook for background reading.  (I would be happy to give you authors/titles of several popular texts.)  If you are thinking of making health economics your primary field, you also should at least consider getting a copy of the Handbook of Health Economics (two volumes), published by Elsevier Science B.V., although it is quite expensive.  The readings primarily consist of journal articles or book chapters, most of which can be obtained electronically from the library (go to “Journal Finder” on the UNCG library web-page http://library.uncg.edu/ and, for the Handbook of Health Economics, to the library catalog where it is available as an e-book).  Any required readings that are not available electronically will be put on Blackboard.
