�  BUS 105A is for students entering UNCG as freshmen and must be taken in the first or second 

semester of enrollment. 

 

Major and Related Area Requirements 

�  The Business Studies Concentration is comprised of 21 semester hours as approved by the Bryan 

School Office of Undergraduate Student Services or by a faculty advisor. At least 15 semester hours 

are to be at the 300-level or above. At least 12 hours are to be in the BADM Department (BUS, MGT, 

MKT).  No more than 9 semester hours may be outside of the BADM Department (ACC, FIN, ECO, 

ISM, SCM or outside the Bryan School). In cooperation with the student, the faculty advisor or an 

advisor from the Office of Undergraduate Student Services will develop a career profile that will be 

map out the courses to be used as part of the Business Studies concentration.  Students may obtain a 

comprehensive list of suggested career profiles (and the associated courses) in 232 Bryan.
