Bryan Student Wins Freeman Award 
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I think study abroad a great experience all 
around. It’s going to be beneficial to anyone 
in any major. It’s independence, it’s finding 
yourself and building relationships with great 
people that you would never build otherwise. 

Before I studied abroad at Mannheim 
University in Germany, I didn’t know anyone 
in Germany. I met the girl I roomed with the 
day of orientation. I was very nervous and it 
took a while for me to come out of shell and 
speak German. But I wanted to experience 
Europe (I had never left the country before), I 
wanted to improve my German language 
skills and I really wanted to meet new people 
and be immersed in the German culture. 

I think I would be a completely different 
person if I hadn’t studied abroad. I don’t think 
I would be as open-minded and independent 
and more readily available to just up and 
move places and experience things that I’ve 
never done before.  

While I was in Mannheim, I visited 15 
countries and 28 cities. I traveled to most of 
the countries around Germany. I went to Dub-
lin for St. Patrick’s Day. I was in London, Paris, 

Lucerne, Prague and Budapest. I have learned 
that I am very independent, can work well with 
others and can adapt well to different cultures. 

I really want to be trilingual and I would love 
to start a career abroad. I would love to work 
for a company where I would travel at least once 
a month, handling affairs internationally. I’m not 
really sure exactly what I want to do, but I defi-
nitely want to work with a global company 
where I can travel, meet international people 
and learn new languages. 

Even if you think that you won’t be able to 
handle study abroad, do it, because it’ll be 
something that you’ll take with you for the rest of 
your life. Don’t be scared because you’re going 
to be away from your family for six months, 
because it will be the best six months of your life. 
You’ll do things that a lot of your friends proba-
bly will never do and your parents maybe have 
never done. You’ll be able to have all that ex-
perience and you’re only in college! It’s exciting!
