My colleagues sometimes ask me: òwhy 

donõt more Bryan School students study 

abroad?ó When I first started working at 

UNCG four years ago, that question 

stumped me.  

Since then, Iõve met with literally hundreds 

of students who were interested in studying 

abroad, but who had some hesitations. 

Many of them decided not to study abroad 

for a semester or yearña decision that sad-

dens me, as I know first-hand the impact 

that a semester of international study can 

have. 

Let me give you nine of the most popular 

reasons that keep students from studying 

abroadñand Iõll do my best to address 

them. 

(1)  Iõm locked into an apartment lease. 

In the past, students have either moved on cam-

pus or in with their parents for the semester 

before or after study abroad. You can also con-

sider subletting your place while youõre away. 

(2)  I have a car/insurance payment. 

Iõve actually had students sell their cars right 

before going abroad. You can inquire about 

stopping your insurance while youõre away, but 

you would need to arrange plans to continue to 

make car payments. 

(3)  I have to work to support myself. 

Seems like this is the rule rather than the excep-

tion these days. Fortunately, as a student you 

are permitted to work part-time in many coun-

tries, including the UK, Germany & Australia. 

(4)  I have a significant other. 

This is a big oneñbut there are solutions for 

this. I have sent couples abroad before (to the 

same school), and we will have a husband, wife 

and three children study abroad in the fall. If 

this is something you are considering, let me 

know and we can discuss the likelihood of being 

placed together. 

(5)  My family is not supportive of me study-

ing abroad. 

If your family would be your sole   

financial support, this is indeed very 

difficult. However, I am always 

happy to talk to parents to alleviate 

their concerns and answer their 

questions.

(6)  Iõm really shy and have a hard time mak-

ing friends. 

Consider studying abroad with a friend from 

UNCGñthis happens all the time. Addition-

ally, the universities abroad facilitate your meet-

ing other local and exchange students, which 

makes it even easier to make friends than when 

you first came to UNCG. 

(7) I want to graduate on time. 

If you plan ahead (at least one year before you 

go) I can help choose a school that will offer the 

exact set of classes you need to stay on track. 

(8)  I donõt speak a foreign language. 

Donõt worry, most of our students donõt. The 

majority of business programs we send students 

to offer courses in English. 

(9)  Iõm worried about safety abroad. 

We pride ourselves on the relationships we have 

with our partner schools. I have visited five of 

them and have connected with my counterparts 

at conferences and visits to the UNCG campus. 

Besides monitoring the safety of our programs, 

we also know you will have an advisor abroad 

who will assist you, and who we can reach at a 

momentõs notice. And...weõre only a phone-call 

away.
