APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

A. Using the CCI Summer Fellowship Online Submission, include the following:

1. CCI Summer Faculty Fellowships are intended to fund small groups of Faculty who wish to plan interdisciplinary projects, especially projects that are in accord with the current CCI Theme. (See CCI webpage at http://www.uncg.edu/cci/programs for information on priority CCI scholarship themes.) Give the title of the project for which a CCI Summer Faculty Fellowship would allow your group to prepare.  The Title should be limited to 100 characters, including spaces.

2. Only faculty from the College of Arts and Sciences, with continuing appointments at UNCG, are eligible to apply for CCI Summer Fellowships:

A. List the faculty member who will act as Principle Organizer during the summer, with that person’s department and email address.  

B. List names, departments, and email addresses for up to two other faculty who will be participating in this session.

3. Indicate whether this project has been submitted for other intramural awards or grants.

4. If the Principle Organizer has submitted related projects for intramural awards or UNCG grants during the past three years, please describe those projects and how they are related to the project for which a CCI Summer Fellowship is being sought.

5. UNCG enforces summer salary caps.  It is important to check with the Department Heads/Chairs for each faculty member for whom a fellowship is sought, to make sure that receiving a CCI Summer Fellowship would not put them over the summer salary cap.  Consult the compensation pay guidelines on the Provost’s webpage.  Contact Karen Patrick (khpatric@uncg.edu) in the College of Arts and Sciences for any faculty member who is a 10 or 11 month EPA employee.

6. Please indicate whether you have applied for, or are in the process of preparing to apply for, external funding.  This is for informational purposes only, and will not affect Fellowship decisions.
