SPRING ’07 

 
The Archaeology of Roman Daily Life (CCI 512) 
In popular culture, the Romans are best known for their penchant for gruesome entertainment, and perhaps also for their 
decadent dining habits.  Indeed, such a reputation is not undeserved, but there is more to Roman culture than “bread and 
circuses”.  One of the aims of this course is to provide teachers with a solid foundation in Roman daily life that interests 
students so much.  We will use archaeological and literary evidence to broaden our understanding of the daily lives of 
these fascinating people. Topics to be covered include religion, government, the army, the city, domestic architecture, 

dress, diet, the economy, entertainment, funerary ritual, the role of women, and slavery.  Previous coursework in 
archaeology is not a pre-requisite.

Ovid (LAT 402) 
We will be reading a selection of poetry from Ovid’s Metamorphoses, Amores, and Fasti and discussing Ovid as the last 
great poet of the Augustan Age and the influence that his poetry has had on the arts over the last two millennia.

SUMMER ’07 

 
Res Gestae:  Augustus’ Propaganda Machine (LAT 6xx) 

Augustus wouldn’t lie, would he?  The Res Gestae of Augustus is not just the humble autobiography of Rome’s greatest 
emperor; rather, it is a masterful piece of propaganda, written by Augustus in the last years of his life as a public 

monument to his great deeds.  Contrary to the picture that we get of Augustus in the 6th book of the Aeneid, the Res 

Gestae reveals Augustus the man, not the myth.  Written in straightforward Latin (it was for public consumption, after 
all), the Res Gestae opens a gateway into every aspect of life in the early Empire.  Religion, architecture, government, 
the military, the grain supply – Augustus had his fingers in a lot of pies, and he celebrates them all in this work.  This 
class will involve reading the Res Gestae in the original Latin and discussing its meaning for Rome and for posterity.  
More than that, we will be exploring many facets of Rome; from her buildings to her beliefs to her opinions of her 
emperors.  In addition, we will be reading (in English) Suetonius’ biography of Augustus written over a century later - be 
prepared for more than a few surprises.  At the end of the course we will have received a broad overview of Augustus’ 

life and the history of the late Republic and early Empire.
