3.  Experiential Project (5-7 page write up and oral presentation).  (20%)
A. Case Study Report:  Refer to the Diagnostic Project Guidelines for the format and structure of the report.    Students may work in pairs for this project.  

B. Tutor a school-age child for 6-8 weeks.  You should have about 6-8 sessions with the child.   The preference is for the student to have some kind of language learning problem, but you can work with a typically developing child if necessary.   Write-up should describe what you did and the progress student made.
