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Faculty News Highlights in Research, Teaching,
Service and Personal Life!
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DR. DAVID CARLONE published an essay on the communication work and ethics of customer service representatives.  In his
teaching, he developed a special topics course on the relationship between communication and class groups and processes in
the new economy. His service included serving as a Faculty Senator and mentoring a new UNCG faculty member.  On the personal
front, Dr. Carlone has been enjoying riding his new road bike around scenic Greensboro and Guilford County.

KIMBERLY CUNY enjoyed a productive year related to teaching and learning.  She was awarded the National Communication Association's
Communication Centers Section Outstanding Newcomer and was appointed Speaking Across the Curriculum Faculty Development
Coordinator at UNCG. Kim's mentoring work resulted in 2 undergrads and 2 grads presenting original speaking center research papers at
regional and national conferences.

DR. MARIANNE LEGRECO’s article "Discourse Tracing as Qualitative Practice" was accepted for publication in the journal
Qualitative Inquiry. The article presents an approach to qualitative research called discourse tracing and offers a description of
the method using her research on school meal programs. Her co-author is Dr. Sarah Tracy from Arizona State University.  Dr.
LeGreco received a Regular Faculty Research Grant from UNCG's Office of Research & Public/Private Sector Partnerships to
study healthy eating on a budget. Her project will use focus group interviews with college students and food stamp recipients
to analyze the discourses of healthy eating and eating on a budget.

DR. PETE KELLETT had a chapter entry co-authored with Diana Dalton: “Games people play” included in Ken Gergen’s new
book, (Gergen, K. Schrader, S.M. & Gergen M. (2009). Constructing worlds together: Interpersonal communication as relational
process (pp. 179-184). Boston MA: Penguin.)  He also had a book review published in Free Speech Yearbook 2009.  “The N
Word: Who can say it, who shouldn’t and why,” by Asim Jabari.  He also wrote an entry for the Encyclopedia of identity on
Social Stratification and conflict (Ron Jackson (Ed.) Encyclopedia of identity: Thousand Oaks, CA: Sage.)  The highlight for

Kellett was the acceptance of a book chapter (In press) in Brunson, D. & Lampl, L.: Interracial communication: Contexts, communities,
choices, entitled, “Interracial conflict and campus hate speech: The case for dialogic engagement in college settings.” This was the highlight
as it was the culmination of several collaborative conference presentations with the research team of Kellett, Matyok (conflict studies and
dispute resolution), and graduate students Cherie Avent, Libby Jeter, and Sarah Blizzard.  For fun, he continues to play and record music
with bandmates Steve Kroll-Smith and Art Murphy.

DR. ETSUKO KINEFUCHI after her third-year review, continued to work on research and publications. Three papers were published
earlier in 2008, and three more were published in early 2009.  She received a grant from the Undergraduate Research Office
to work with an undergraduate student on a study of diversity in summer and fall 2009.  The real highlight of the year was the
birth of her second child, Maya, in February 2009.  Dr. Kinefuchi says, “Maya has brought incredible joy and inspiration to
work harder!”
