Complete draft of essay #2

You will turn in the first draft of essay #2 in your portfolio!
Mid-term Portfolio should include about 10 pages of completed work.  In that completed work, you must include:

· full draft of advertisement analysis essay with MLA in-text citations and a works cited page (can be first draft or can be a new draft for me to respond to).  If you are still uncertain about how to use MLA citations, read New Century, see me, or visit the Writing Center for help.
· full draft of  personal narrative essay (this will be a first draft).
In addition, you may (but do not have to) polish up other writing and add it in.  This would include:

· writing that started as a “compost” and became a more polished page or two.
· a journal that you particularly felt good about (this may not be a draft or part of draft of either of your finished essays).
You must write and include a letter to me providing the following information:

· what you believe to be best about your personal narrative essay (essay #2) and what you think needs work.
· what you most enjoyed about the process of writing the personal narrative and what was most helpful.
· how your writing process has changed or stayed the same in writing the personal narrative.
· if you think that writing process is working for you or not working as well as it could and why.
· what has been most helpful to your writing process so far as far as class instruction and readings are concerned.
· what you believe to be your earned grade so far.  Here include what you believe to be your participation grade (20%), journal grade (20%), on-time drafts grade (10%), and potential portfolio grade (50%).
Finally, you must include a table of contents so that the portfolio is easily navigable.  You can use dividers, but you don’t have to.  Titles to essays are essential; title pages are optional. Put your work in a thin three-ring binder.  
You can make your portfolios very business-like or you can dress them up with color and pictures and make them very artistic.  Do what best reflects you and your writing style.
