Teaching Strategies: This course is devoted to the study of the writings of D. H. Lawrence             and Virginia Woolf with emphasis on the evolution of their careers.  We will read these two         writers’ major novels, as well as poems by Lawrence, short fiction by both Lawrence and  

    Woolf, and Woolf’s “A Room of One’s Own.”  The course will include a few lectures on the 
    biographical and cultural background and on the intersections of Lawrence and Woolf as 
    modernist authors.  But most classes will be devoted to discussion and interpretation of the 
    writings of Lawrence and Woolf.

 Oral Presentations: Each PhD student will make a thirty/forty-minute presentation about one of     the following works on the syllabus:  Lady Chatterley’s Lover, Lawrence’s poetry IV, “The    

    Mark on the Wall” and “The String Quartet,” Mrs. Dalloway, To the Lighthouse.
