Course description:  Through a series of short stories, plays, and poems, we will explore three themes that pervade life and literature: Innocence and Experience, Conformity and Rebellion, Love and Hate.  The working out these themes in our readings will, I hope, help you think about these same concerns in your own experiences and in that of others as well, so that you may better understand yourselves and the human condition.  John Keats described life as “a vale of soul-making.”  Much of that manufacture derives from experience in the world. But art can provide vicarious experience and can clarify that experience in ways the muddled reality cannot.  The aim of this course is not for you simply to check off a certain number of readings. Rather, it is to change your life.  Beware! This course has designs upon your minds and your souls.
