Writing Center

The Writing Center is located on the third floor of the new Humanities Building and is open Mondays through Thursdays, 9:00 am to 8:00 pm, Fridays, 9:00 am through 3:00 pm, and Sundays, 6:00 pm through 9:00 pm. There are instructors there who can help you with all aspects of papers, from planning and organizing to editing and revising. You can take any writing assignment to the Writing Center – it is not just for English classes. You can call for an appointment (334-3125) or just drop by with questions. This is a wonderful resource and each student is strongly encouraged to take advantage of it.

Plagiarism

Plagiarism is intentionally or knowingly representing the words of another as one's own in any academic exercise. Plagiarism may occur on any paper, report, or other work submitted to fulfill course requirements. Plagiarism can be: 

     a. Failure to cite references, which includes intentional or obvious failures to properly cite sources; and, 

     b. Submitting as one's own work done by or copied from another. This includes work done by a fellow student, work done by a previous student, or work done by anyone other than the student responsible for the assignment [adapted from the UNCG Academic Integrity Policy (http://saf.dept.uncg.edu/studiscp/ Honor.html)]. 


Students caught plagiarizing will be punished according to the process outlined in the UNCG Academic Integrity Policy.
Grades


The final grade for the course will be based on the Portfolio (which includes all written assignments) and Class Participation. Grades are not based upon the individual works but on the semester as a whole; individual works, however, will be evaluated. 

Requirements

Class Participation


All students are expected to actively participate in the daily progress of this class. 


Attendance is critical to achieving the goals of this course. Missing more than three classes will result in a lowering of your final grade; missing more than seven classes can result in your dismissal from the course. Being late to class two times equals one absence. If you are more than ten minutes late for class you will be counted absent. 


If you miss class it is your responsibility to ask a fellow student for any material you might have missed. There will always be an assignment for each class. 


Late work is not accepted. If you notify the instructor in advance of problems with your attendance or your ability to complete assignments, then the policy can be modified for individual cases. 

Daily Assignments


This is a rather broad category covering quizzes, in-class writings, and response papers.

Conferences


There will be three instructor-student conferences during the semester. The first will be at the beginning of the semester and will help us get to know each other better. The second conference will be part of the peer reviews and will coincide with mid-term break, while the last will cover Portfolio Reviews. Conferences are mandatory and it is up to the student to ensure that their personal conference times are scheduled and attended.

Formal Papers


There will be four formal papers assigned this semester. All topics for the formal papers must be approved in advance by the instructor. All formal papers should be typewritten, double-spaced, with a normal CG Times or Times New Roman twelve point font. Margins should be one inch at all sides. At the top of the first page, flush left, place your name, the course and section number, and the date on different lines. Put in a double-spaced return, then center the title; after the title another double-spaced return, then the body of the paper. 

Group Presentations


Group work will be a major part of this course. Please be prepared to work with other students in a variety of ways in order to make our time in groups beneficial to all students. 

Portfolio


The portfolio comprises two parts: at least twenty pages of completed writing (including all four formal papers) as well as all other writing that the student has done for this class. This includes drafts of papers, journal entries, and class writings. The Portfolio will be taken up mid-term as well as at the end of the term and will be a large part of your grade. Please keep everything you write for this class in order to show your progression through the semester. 
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
