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Introduction

Google has a beta search engine for finding, viewing, and downloading video. You can find it by going to Google and click more >> above and to the right of the search box. You may also go to this url: http://video.google.com/ .

At present, the categorization is not very granular; there are categories for Dance, Education, and Health & Fitness. It is possible to search within those categories.
Search

To search for a video, enter your keyword(s) in the box and click Search Video. Google Video searches the closed captioning and descriptions of all the videos in their archive. Note that it is possible to limit your search to for sale or free; to a video length of long, medium, or short; and by relevance date or title.
View

After you execute a search, you are provided with a screen with thumbnails, each of which has a title, the source of the video, the length of the video (in minutes and seconds), as well as a date. (It’s unclear whether the date is that of upload or acceptance by Google.)

To view a video in its thumbnail view, click the start arrow on the video window. To view it in full screen, click the title of the video. (Note that the full screen is often a little fuzzy.)

Download

Many, but not all, videos are available for download. If it is available for download, you will find this information by clicking the title of the video.

If a video is available for download, there will be a Download button followed by a dropdown with the choice of Windows/Mac, video iPod, or Sony PSP. Make the desired choice and click download.

To put a video file on an iPod or Sony PSP, bring the video file into their aggregator software (for example, iTunes for iPod) and then synch to the player.

In many cases, it is possible to email a link to a video to someone.

In some cases, it is possible to embed the video in a web page or in Blackboard. Click Embed and then copy the HTML code into your webpage or in a Blackboard item.

Upload

It is possible to upload videos to Google’s archive. Details may be found here:
