	Podcast Overview


Introduction
Podcasting is simply making an audio recording available to people. There are three common ways to do this:

· Embed a link to the audio file in a webpage or in Blackboard.

· Embed a link that a user can then bring into his/her aggregator (iTunes, for example) and download to an iPod or other mp3 player.

· Embed a link in a page and create an RSS feed that may be subscribed to via an aggregator and automatically downloaded when available. (This is what most people think of as podcasting.)
At this date (March 2006), there are already a million podcasts already out there for you to use. There are also vodcasts – video podcasts – which we will not talk about here. (It should be noted that there are a fair number of explicit pod and vodcasts.)
This handout will not deal with creating an audio file (see the Audacity handout for this) or setting up RSS feeds (see RSS Feeds in Blackboard) or aggregators.
