Introduction
Timeline Creator is free software from Johns Hopkins University. With this software, it is possible to create a timeline with events on a main band plus up to five secondary (sub) bands. The sub-bands appear as tabs. Only one subband at a time can display with the main band.  Details pages with embedded images for each event may also be created. This handout explains how to download Timeline Creator and the other programs required to work in the program and display the results.
Download Timeline Creator

1. Go to http://timeline.cer.jhu.edu/product.htm .

2. Click the software download link, enter your email address, and click Login.

3. Select and then click either the Windows or Mac OS X download.

4. Click Save and choose a folder in which to save the file.

What follows are directions for Windows machines.

5. Navigate to the file, double click, and click Run.

6. Click Browse, select a folder in which the program and files will reside, and click OK.
7. Click Unzip. A window that says ‘4 files unzipped’ will display briefly.
For Macs

5.a  Go to the Applications/Utilities folder. A JAVA folder will exist if it is installed.

Download Java JRE (java runtime environment) 1.4.2 or higher

1. Go to http://java.sun.com/j2se/1.4.2/download.html .
2. Click Download J2SE JRE (or whatever the latest JRE is).

3. Click to Accept License Agreement.

4. Click Windows Installation – Multi-Language (1.35 MB).

5. Click Run and then accept all the defaults.

6. You will have to restart your computer.

Download Flash Player 7 or higher

1. Go to http://www.adobe.com/products/flashplayer/ .
2. Close any other browsers you might have open.
3. Click Download Now (currently version 9).

4. Click Download Now again.

5. You should see an animation that tells you that the Flash player has been successfully installed.
