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	Capture Images with MWSnap 3.0


Introduction

MWSnap is a free tool that enables you to capture a range of display areas on your computer: the entire desktop, a window or menu, or a selected area on your screen. It is particularly useful for capturing parts of web pages. If you need to edit an image you already have, use PhotoShop, which is available via UNCG Applications.
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	Only JPG (also known as JPEG) and GIF will display in your browser.


This handout provides an introduction. Click Help in the MWSnap menu for an explanation of further features.

Select and Capture Any Rectangular Area
Use this method when you want to define an area to capture on your screen.

1. Navigate to the window in which you wish to capture.

2. Navigate directly to MWSnap.

3. Select Snap tab on the left.

4. Select Any rect. Area.

5. Click Snap Any Area. MWSnap will immediately display the window you wish to capture.
6. Place cursor in upper left corner of desired area. 

7. Left click, holding down mouse, and drag diagonally down to the right, defining the desired rectangular area.

8. Release the mouse when you have defined the desired area.

9. Left click again. MWSnap window will display the captured area.

10. If you are satisfied with the image dimensions, choose File and Save As to save the file. If you are not, repeat the process.
Save your Image

After you capture your image, remember to save it.

1. Choose File and then Save As.

2. Provide a file name.

3. Under Save as Type, choose JPEG for photographs or GIF for line drawing, graphs and the like.
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	If you are saving as jpeg, save as bmp first. Every time you save a jpeg, it loses quality. Saving as a bmp provides you with a master copy.


Other MWSnap Functionalities
	· Rotate your image.

· Add a frame to your image.

· Add a variety of cursors to your image.

· Zoom in and out.
	· Identify the RGB of any color in an image.

· Identify dimensions in pixels.

· Print the image.
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
