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Welcome to this class!  In History 347, I hope to introduce students to the historical development of 
North Carolina, both chronologically and topically, from its beginnings in the sixteenth century up 
to the present time.  To do so we will focus on diverse subjects such as politics, race, gender, 
economics and culture, all the while attempting to understand how historical events touched 
everyday citizens.  We will view History not as a random list of dates and events, but more of a 
narrative of inter-related events.  
 
As this section is speaking intensive, we will also investigate and emulate key orators and orations in 
North Carolina history, and each of you will add your part: we will work together on your familiarity 
with North Carolina history and on your ability to speak and present effectively.

Presentations need not be a multi-media extravaganza, rather just a coherent presentation of 
the topic. Each student will also present to the class their own special topic, which will be assigned 
by the instructor.

As this class is speaking intensive, one of the major components of your grade is discussion and oral 
presentation.  Attendance will be taken regularly, and three unexcused absences will result in the 
loss of one letter grade: seven unexcused absences will result in your removal from the course.
