new work by LDP that re-interprets the Aztec myth of the Moon ' \\
Goddess Coyolxauhqui in a full evening dance-theater work blend- .
ing dance (contemporary, indigenous based, and aerial) with music, text, and video. This is
presented from a Latina/ feminista viewpoint in order to recover Coyolxauhqui’s voice. Itis a
myth about oppression and violence against women, but it is also a story about empower-
ment through action. “Coyolxauhqui ReMembers” is directed by José Garcia Davis.

This event is supported by UNCG’s Dance Department and International Programs Center,
through the Kohler Fund.
