Basic rods are
available to use on board, more advanced equipment is available to hire.

A large variety of game can be seen from a houseboat which include: Elephant, Hippo, Rhino, Crocodile,

Buffalo, Impala, Waterbuck, Turtles and numerous bird species including the majestic Fish Eagle.
