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A BRIEF HISTORY OF
THE UNIVERSITY oF NORTH CAROLINA AT GREENSBORO

The University of North Carolina at Greensboro was established by legislative enactment on
February 18, 1891 and opened its doors on October 5, 1892.

The institution came into being as a direct result of the efforts of Dr. Charles Duncan Mclver
on behalf of the education of women. To Dr. Mclver, more than any other individual, the Uni-
versity owes its foundation. He became its first president and served until his death in 1906.

Since its founding, the institution s name has been changed several times: 1891 1919 State
Normal and Industrial College; 1919 1932 North Carolina College for Women; 1932 1963
The Woman s College of the University of North Carolina. In the 1963 General Assembly the
name was changed to The University of North Carolina at Greensboro and by the same Act
the institution became co-educational. In the fall of 1964 the first class of male students was
admitted. In 1972 the General Assembly in special session merged all State supported institu-
tions of Higher Education into The University of North Carolina without changing the names
of each campus. Thus, The University of North Carolina at Greensboro is now a member of
the 16-campus University.

From a student body of 223 and a faculty of 15 in 1892, The University of North Carolina
at Greensboro has grown to a student body of 15,306, 22% of whom are graduate students,
and a total faculty of 891. The Division of Continual Learning has grown to an enrollment in
academic credit courses of 754.

The University of North Carolina at Greensboro includes the following academic units: the
College of Arts and Sciences, the Joseph M. Bryan School of Business and Economics, School
of Education, School of Health and Human Performance, School of Human Environmental Sci-
ences, Lloyd International Honors College, School of Music, and School of Nursing. The Uni-
versity offers seven different bachelor s degrees in over 100 fields of study, master s degrees
in a wide variety of concentrations, and doctoral degrees in twenty areas of study.
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THE PROCESSIONAL

The procession is led by the Mace Bearer, followed by the Chief Marshal, who is also the
University Flag bearer, and the academic banner bearers. The two Assistant Chief Marshals
enter next, leading the platform party, which includes the Chancellor; representatives of the
Trustees, the Alumni Association, United Campus Ministries, and The University of North
Carolina system; the honorary degree recipients; the commencement address speaker; the of-
ficers of the University; the bell ringers; the class speaker; and the tassel turner. Graduating
candidates enter next, followed by the faculty.
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THE MAcCE

The Mace is a ceremonial insignia of the University in a tradition that dates back to antiqg-
uity. Hand-chased in sterling silver, it bears academic motifs depicting the history of the insti-
tution and is carried by the Faculty Marshal on official occasions. The Mace of The University
of North Carolina at Greensboro was presented by the Class of 1926 to commemorate the
fiftieth anniversary of its graduation and the Bicentennial of the Nation. It was first carried at
Commencement in 1978.
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THE FAacuLTY MARSHAL

The Faculty Senate of The University of North Carolina at Greensboro adopted on Novem-
ber 3, 1999 a policy for appointing the Faculty Marshal. The Chancellor appoints the Faculty
Marshal from among three nominees recommended by the Faculty Senate leadership (Chair,
Chair-Elect, Secretary). The Faculty Marshal is a respected senior member of the faculty who
has a consistent and continuous record of excellent teaching, scholarly achievements, and
service to the University. Years in rank as Professor and years of employment at UNCG are



considered. The term of appointment for a Faculty Marshal is five years. Duties include lead-
ing the academic procession during University ceremonies, carrying the University Mace, and
membership in the Commencement Committee, which plans Commencement.
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THE CHAIN-OF-OFFICE

The Chain-of-Office is worn by the Chancellor of the University on occasions when the
Mace is carried. The ceremonial medallion, hand-chased in sterling silver, bears the seal of
the University, and indicates that the Chancellor is the temporary embodiment of the au-
thority vested in the institution. The Chain-of-Office of The University of North Carolina at
Greensboro was presented by the Class of 1929 on the occasion of the fiftieth anniversary of
its graduation and was worn by the Chancellor for the first time at the 1979 Commencement.

The Class of 1940 chose to complete the original design of the Chain-of-Office on the occa-
sion of the fiftieth anniversary of its graduation. Each link of the sterling silver neck chain is
an individually cast laurel leaf. The medallion clasp, also in sterling silver, bears the Great
Seal of the State of North Carolina. The completed Chain-of-Office was worn by the Chancel-
lor for the first time at the 1990 Commencement.
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THE UNIVERSITY FLAG

The University Flag made its debut on campus in the academic processional for Patricia A.
Sullivan s installation as Chancellor of the University on October 2, 1995. The flag bears the
traditional colors of gold and white, which were first used in the commencement ceremony of
1894, as well as navy, which was added as the third color in 1987. The University Seal, depict-
ing the likeness of Minerva, appears on both sides of the flag. The UNCG Board of Trustees
approved the design as the official flag of the institution on September 7, 1995.
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THE AcaADEMIC BANNERS

The Academic Banners represent the constituent parts of The University of North Carolina
at Greensboro: The Graduate School, the College of Arts and Sciences, and the six professional
schools The Joseph M. Bryan School of Business and Economics, the School of Education,
the School of Health and Human Performance, the School of Human Environmental Sciences,
the School of Music, and the School of Nursing. The designs are unique to this University; the
colors have historical association with the respective academic disciplines. The banners are
a memorial to Marguerite Norman Felton, teacher of chemistry at The University from 1956
to 1979.

Over the years several generations of College and School Banners have existed. The current
Banners were redesigned and displayed for the first time at the December 1999 Commence-
ment.

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THE HisTORY OF THE UNIVERSITY BELL

Following the benediction, the University Bell will ring in honor of the Graduates. The
University Bell sounded the opening of the State Normal and Industrial College (now UNCG)
on October 5, 1892. For forty years until electric bells were installed it marked the signifi-
cant moments of the day. The University Bell hung from a belfry in the Anniversary Plaza
from 1967 until 1987 when it was removed for the purpose of restoration. The Class of 1940,
in celebration of the 50th anniversary of its graduation, commissioned the restoration of the
University Bell.
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UNIVERSITY MARSHALS

Escorts for all lines of march during Commencement and ushers at entries to the Coliseum
are provided by the University Marshals, an academic honorary organization composed of
full-time upperclass students with academic averages of 3.65 or greater. These students may
be recognized by the gold sashes that they wear during the ceremonies.
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UNIVERSITY AMBASSADORS

The University Ambassadors, founded in 1990, is a student organization dedicated to serv-
ing the needs of the University as campus tour guides, student orientation assistants, and
student recruitment volunteers. They offer support for various alumni activities and serve as
hosts for numerous University events such as Commencement.
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INTERNATIONAL FLAGS

The international flags on display today represent over sixty countries from which students
have come to UNCG and to which our students have traveled for study abroad. Use of the
international flags at Commencement began with the December 1999 ceremony.
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AcaAaDEMIC REGALIA

Academic costumes seem to have originated at the Universities of Oxford and Cambridge
over 650 years ago; and to this date, the most colorful gowns in the world are those worn at
Oxford functions. Williams College in the United States standardized academic regalia in the
1880s. In 1932, a revised Intercollegiate Code on Academic Regalia was presented by a com-
mittee appointed by the American Council on Education and only a few minor changes have
been made since that date.

The Bachelor s gown is worn closed and is distinguished by its long, pointed sleeves. The
Master s gown has a long sleeve, oblong in shape with an arc cut out at the bottom and the
forearm protrudes through the slit at the elbow. The Doctor s gown is designed to be worn
open but has a velvet panel draped around the neck and extending down the front. Three hori-
zontal bars are stitched on the upper region of the bell shaped sleeves. The velvet trimming
may be black or the color distinctive to the faculty to which the degree refers.

In the U.S., the hood is the most noticeable feature of the regalia. Its size and shape mark
the degree of the wearer. The hood initially had three functions: as a covering for the head;
as a cape; or when hanging from the shoulder, as a bag in which alms were collected. Hoods
for American usage were lined with colored silk. The colors of the linings are indicative of
the degree-granting institution, and the velvet trim indicates the degree awarded. The colors
of The University of North Carolina at Greensboro are gold, white, and blue, with gold and
white used in the hood. The outside of the hood is black and bordered with velvet or velveteen
to indicate the discipline. The degree, not the department in which the major work was done,
governs the proper color of the border.



Each of the colors used in the hood borders has historical association. Below is a list of the
department or discipline colors:
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The cap is worn both indoors and out when gowns are used. The tassel is worn on the right until the
degree is conferred. It is then moved to the left front quarter and may be of color indicating the major

eld when worn by the undergraduate. The black or gold tassel is appropriate for the doctorate, and
black for the masters and undergraduates.

Molly Corbett Broad, you have distinguished yourself as a lifelong, passionate ad-
vocate for public education and as servant of your fellow citizens. From New York
to Arizona, then from California to North Carolina, you have labored tirelessly to
preserve and promote the bene ts of education and advancement for all.

Graduating Phi Beta Kappa from Syracuse University and proceeding to Ohio
State University in the male-dominated eld of economics, you exhibited an im-
mediate talent for organization and leadership, shrewdly using the instruments
of administration to assist others in doing the work of higher education.

and Administration and then as Executive Vice Chancellor and Chief Operating
Of cer of the California State University System. The number of governing boards,
panels, and organizations that have pro ted from your energy and experience is
legion.

Crowning your career of public service with almost a decade of devotion to
the people of North Carolina through your stewardship of its university system,
you leave the institution noticeably stronger than you found it. Among many oth-
er successes, you signi cantly expanded minority representation throughout the
constituent campuses of the University, and you argued persuasively the need for
signi cant growth, convincing the publicto nance an unprecedented program of
building and institutional expansion: the 3.1 billion dollar higher education bond
program passed overwhelmingly by the people of North Carolina in 2000. Under
your gifted leadership the University reached out to expand opportunities for its
citizens, grew its research program to one billion dollars, fostered economic devel-
opment, and brought the newest forms of technology to its work for the people of
the state.

In this exemplary life of public service, you have done great honor to your par-
ents, two public school teachers who would be proud to know that The University
of North Carolina at Greensboro, in recognition of your extraordinary accomplish-
ments, confers upon you the honorary degree of Doctor of Humane Letters.

Henry Frye, even a bare description of your contributions inspires us to the high-
est respect. In a vivid embodiment of the biblical paradox that the last shall be

rst, you refused to remain at the back of the line where prejudice and ignorance
sought to con ne you, but instead stepped forward to service, attainment, and
eminence.

Having graduated summa cum laude from North Carolina A & T State Uni-
versity with a degree in Biology, you returned to your hometown of Ellerbe, North
Carolina, where you were prevented from registering to vote because you could
not name the signers of the Declaration of Independence. Determined to resist and
ultimately eliminate such iniquities, you settled on a career in the law, becoming
in 1959 the rst African-American to complete legal education at The University
of North Carolina at Chapel Hill; in 1968 the rst African-American elected to the
North Carolina House of Representatives in the twentieth century; in 1983 the rst
African-American to serve on the Supreme Court of North Carolina; and in 1999
the rst African-American Chief Justice of the Supreme Court of North Carolina.

In addition to performing these demanding legislative and judicial tasks, you
have served as a captain in the United States Air Force, a leader in civic, profes-
sional, and academic organizations, a professor of Political Science and Justice
at your alma mater, and a deacon and Sunday-school teacher at the Providence
Baptist Church in Greensboro. Among your many honors are four honorary de-
grees, the Davie Award from The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, the
Board of Governors University Award, the Brotherhood Award from the National
Conference of Christians and Jews, and the Alumni Excellence Award from North
Carolina A & T State University.

By virtue of the personal attributes through which you helped transform the
state of North Carolina and thus improved the lives of millions of its citizens
courage, diligence, imaginative leadership, character The University of North
Carolina at Greensboro honors itself in conferring upon you the honorary degree
of Doctor of Laws.

of Visitors for Guilford College, Greensboro College, and Wake Forest University,
and the Boards of the North Carolina Symphony and the North Carolina Shake-
speare Festival. As if these multiple tasks were not enough, you led the Board of
Directors of the Greensboro United Way in 2003 and 2004.

Many admirable men and women would have been content with a fraction of
these contributions. You, however, seemed always to be looking for new assign-
ments and additional ways of being useful, and the most recent example is your
new role as grandmother of a UNCG freshman. For this extraordinary career of
dedication to your neighbors and to the community at large, The University of
North Carolina at Greensboro takes immense pride in conferring upon you the
honorary degree of Doctor of Humane Letters.
