Thank you for your interest in Project Excellence in Science Education Learning (Project ExSEL).  Project ExSEL is currently seeking applicants who are interested in becoming secondary science teachers.  Those accepted to participate in the project will be supported through internships and scholarships while working to become science teachers in secondary schools.  

Please take a moment to read the following expectations of undergraduate applicants seeking summer internships:

1. Applicants are expected to show an interest in teaching through participation in formal and informal science education activities.

2. Applicants are expected to make regular progress through the science education program.  This includes taking formal coursework on schedule during the junior and senior years.

3. Applicants are expected to participate in meetings and events that are part of the Project ExSEL program.  These will include cohort building activities and activities that contribute to preparation for science teaching.

4. Applicants are expected to participate in science teaching or lab assisting during at least one of the summer sessions during the summers between their freshman and sophomore years and between their sophomore and junior years.

5. Applicants are expected to serve as Lab Assistants during their freshman year, Peer Leaders during their sophomore year, and Instructional Assistants during their junior and senior years.  For situations where such roles are not possible, the equivalent kind of experience will be expected.

6. To be eligible for Noyce Scholarships through Project ExSEL, applicants are expected to have a GPA of 3.0 or better and maintain that GPA as they progress through the program.

7. Applicants must be enrolled in and making satisfactory and timely progress toward a science major.
