 Describes how Don Ricardo, a craftsman from Ejutla de Crespo in Southern Mexico, makes piñates for all the village birthday parties and other fiestas.

Xochitl and her family, newly arrived in San Francisco from El Salvador, create a

A reluctant participant in the Gonzalez family reunion, Daniel has some pleasant surprises and discovers the meaning of family. (468 Ber)

Two Latino boys experience carefree camaraderie despite one boy’s disability.  Fun and friendship overpower physical limitations. Shelved in SES collection.

A child describes how each person in the family has hair that looks and acts

different, Papa’s like a broom, Kiki’s like fur, and Mama’s with the smell of

Cumpiano, I. (2005). Quinto’s Neighborhood / El vecindario de Quinito. San Francisco,

CA : Children's Book Press.

Quinito knows that his neighborhood is made up of more than buildings, streets, and shops: everyone in the neighborhood has an important job, and each friend and neighbor knows and values everyone else. (468 Cum)

Mayo! Morton Grove, IL.: Albert Whitman & Company. Simple text and color 

illustrations present the historical background and contemporary celebration of 

the Cinco de Mayo holiday. (468 LEV).

Luenn, N. (1998). A Gift for Abuelita: Celebrating the Day of the Dead/ Un regalo para 

Abuelita: En celebración del Dίa de los Muertos.  Flagstaff, AZ: Rising Moon. 

After her beloved grandmother dies, Rosita hopes to be reunited with Abuelita as 

she prepares a gift to give her when her family celebrates the Day of the Dead. (468.6 LUE)
Mora, P. (2001). Uno, dos, tres / One, two, three. New York: Clarion. 

A counting book. Pictures depict two sisters going from shop to shop buying birthday presents for their mother. Rhyming text presents numbers from one to ten in English and Spanish. (468.6 Mor)

Niven, F. L. (2008). Lo que hacenlLos doctores/What doctors do. Berkeley Heights, NJ: Enslow Elementary. (468 NIV)

Tells about what a doctor does during a day.  See also Lo que hacen los trabajadores sanitarios = What sanitation workers do (468 Mil).
Prieto, M. (1973). Play it in Spanish: Spanish games and folk songs for children. New York: John Day Company.


Seventeen games and action songs from Latin America, Spain, and the West Indies including the music for the songs and the lyrics in Spanish and English.

A picture story in English and Spanish of a boy in a Mexican marketplace.

Tabor, N. M. G. (2004).  Celebrations: Holidays of the United States of America and Mexico / Celebraciones: Días feriados de los Estados Unidos y México.  Watertown, MA: Charlesbridge.

Describes differences and similarities between holidays in the United States and Mexico, revealing facts about cultural and political history and emphasizing the unity the celebrations can bring. (394.26972 Tab)
Trumbauer, L. (2006). Agua/Water. Bloomington, MN: Yellow Umbrella Books. 


This book illustrates the different forms of water. (468 TRU)

Alarcón, F. X. (1998). From the bellybutton of the moon and other summer poems / Del ombligo de la luna y otros poemas de verano.  San Francisco, CA: Children’s Book Press. A bilingual collection of poems in which the renowned Mexican American poet revisits and celebrates his childhood memories of summers, Mexico, and nature. Carlson, L. M. (1998).  Sol a sol: Bilingual poems.  New York: Henry Holt and Company. A collection of poems by various Hispanic-American writers that celebrate a full day of family activities. (811 Sol)

Ada. A. F. (1997). The Lizard and the Sun/ La LaGartija y el Sol. New York: Dragonfly Books. A little lizard works to bring the sun back to Mexico.  (468.6 ADA)
Ada. A. F. (2004).  Mama Goose, A Latino nursery treasury / Un Tesoro de rimas infantilles.  New York: Hyperion Books for Children.  This lovely compendium includes lullabies, finger games, lap games, sayings, nursery rhymes, jump-rope songs, proverbs, riddles, tall tales, a ballad, birthday songs, and Christmas carols. Boada, F. (1997).  Cinderella  / Cenicienta.  San Francisco: Chronicle Books.


Although mistreated by her stepmother and stepsisters, Cinderella meets her 

prince with the help of her fairy godmother.  (468 Boa)  See also, The Little Mermaid (468 Izq).

González, L. (1994). The Bossy Gallito/ El Gallo de Bodas. New York: Scholastic. 
A bossy rooster dirties his beak when he eats a kernel of corn and must find a way 

to clean it before his parrot uncle's wedding. Includes a glossary and information 

about the different birds in the story. (468.6 GON)

Hayes, J. (2000). Estrellita de oro / Little gold star. El Paso, TX: Capstone.

This version of the Cinderella folktale was extremely popular in the mountain 

communities of Mexico. It is retold in both English and Spanish. (468.6 Hay)
