


PREPARING FOR THE PRAXIS SERIES: 
TEACHER LICENSURE AND CERTIFICATION

There are several ways that you can prepare for the PRAXIS I and PRAXIS II Exams.

PRAXIS Study Guides:  Several study guides for PRAXIS I (PPST) and PRAXIS II exams are available in the Teaching Resources Center (TRC).  To find out which guides are available, please do an online search through the Jackson Library catalog at http://library.uncg.edu.                       You can also call ahead to reserve a PRAXIS study guide by calling the TRC at (336) 334-4035. The TRC is located in 247 Ferguson.
PRAXIS Review Software / Learning Express Library:  The Jackson Library website provides access to the Learning Express Library that offers PRAXIS practice exams free of charge.

To access this program:
1. Go to the Jackson Library Homepage
2. Click on the Databases link
3. Click on the L in the alphabetical index bar under the Databases by Title heading 
4. Click on the title Learning Express Library
5. Under the heading “Learning Centers” (left side of the page), click Jobs & Careers.
6. Click on the Teaching link from the categories listed. 
7. A second list will appear.
8. Click on either the PPST: Praxis I Preparation link or the Praxis II Preparation link.
9. Click the Login to Add link to the right of your selection. You will be asked to create a unique username and password for accessing scores and keeping track of your progress. Please make a note of this username/password. Jackson Library has no access to this information and cannot help you should you lose or forget your access information.

Steps to register for review sessions:
1. Complete the Review Session Application online at: http://www.uncg.edu/soe/cesd/htmls/Praxis%20App.pdf
2. A $30 non-refundable registration fee is required (cash or personal check made payable to CESD). Please submit your registration form and payment to the CESD office at least two (2) weeks prior to the review session date. 3. The following textbook is required and may be purchased for $20 from Barnes & Noble Bookstores: Kaplan Praxis 2008 Edition.
PRAXIS Test Registration:  You can register to take the PRAXIS online at www.prometric.com or call 1-800-853-6773.    Online exams can be taken at Prometric Testing Center which is located at 3 Centerview Drive, Suite 248 in Greensboro.  (Centerview Drive is located off of Meadowview Road, between High Point Road and Holden Road)
To register online to take the PRAXIS at this location:
1. Go to prometric.com
2. In the orange box, click Academic, Professional Licensure & Certification, Corporate and Government
3. In the drop down menus scroll down until you see Praxis, click Praxis
4. This will forward you to the ETS site, to a page called “For Test Takers” where you can register, find testing locations, and pay any fees owed to ETS.  A direct link to this site is: http://www.ets.org/praxis/register
