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More Than Just
Coffee Talk

It’s high noon on a bright autumn
day. Two dozen students along with
several faculty and staff members are
chowing down on plates of nachos,
pasta salad, sandwiches and cookies
washed down with pots of coffee.
They need the calories in order to
keep up with the high-octane discus-
sion that follows.

Every Wednesday at noon, Lloyd
International Honors College hosts a
free coffee open to students, faculty

The coffee’s over, but the discussion continues. Three leaders in sustainability
on campus, Sarah Dorsey (University Libraries), Deetra Thompson (University

and staff, usually at the Faculty Center. Libraries) and student Tom Patterson (I-r) gather afterward.

The topics and guest speakers vary but

one thing remains constant — the cof-

fees bring together the campus com-

munity to engage in the art of civil discourse.

The coffees give students a chance to meet
faculty and staff outside of the classroom, says
Dr. Sarah Krive, program associate and faculty
member at the honors college. “Outside the
constraints of the classroom students can talk
without feeling like they are being graded,”
says Krive. “And professors get to meet students
from around the campus and learn what their
interests are.”

On this day, Deetra Thompson, a digital
projects assistant with the university libraries,
and head music librarian Sarah Dorsey, members
of the faculty/staff sustainability committee,
engage the audience in a lively discussion about
how to make communities greener places.
Students, many of them from Interlink, which
provides international students and professionals
intensive English instruction, cultural orientation
and academic preparation, offer American stu-
dents their perspectives.

By 1 p.m. the discussion has ranged from
how to change consumer habits away from driv-
ing big cars, to why French students read more
newspapers and are more politically active than
their American counterparts.

“The life of the mind should be fun,” says the
director of the college, Dr. Dennis Leyton. “College
is not just about getting a job. It’s also about learn-
ing to see the world from different perspectives
and learning to live with people who are different
from ourselves. And key to that is enjoyment.”

Beyond coffee, the honors college hosts a full
schedule of symposia, guest lectures, performanc-
es and other programs. One of the most popular
events is the Raft Debate, an academic version of
the TV show “Survivor” that aims to resolve the
age-old question: which area in academia is the
most important — the natural sciences, social sci-
ences, or arts and humanities.

A representative from each of these three aca-
demic areas uses their intellectual wiles to vie for
a spot on an imaginary raft that holds only one
person. Another faculty member plays the “devil’s
advocate.” The faculty member who most persua-
sively argues for their field is the winner.

This year’s Raft Debate will be held on
Friday, Oct. 26, at 4 p.m. in Weatherspoon
Auditorium.

Scholars at Risk
UNCG one of two N.C.
universities to join network

It’s all too easy to forget that the rights
Americans enjoy — including rights to
free speech and academic freedom —
don’t always exist in other nations.

UNCG is lending support to the
cause of academic freedom worldwide
by joining Scholars at Risk, an inter-
national network that provides a safe
haven for intellectuals fleeing oppression
in their homelands.

“I see academic freedom as a basic
human right,” said Dr. Jerry Pubantz,
professor of political science, who sug-
gested the university join SAR. “If you
can’t exercise it, that’s a real loss, and a
real violation of rights.”

SAR, based at New York University,
arranges speaking engagements and
visiting professorships for endangered
scholars, and helps to inform students,
faculty and the public about academic
rights violations. Many of the scholars
helped through SAR face all-too-real
threats to their lives and the lives of
members.

UNCG and Duke University are
the only North Carolina universities to
join SAR so far. Pubantz is working with
university administrators and fellow
faculty to build an organizational frame-
work for the program. He foresees start-
ing with a speaker series featuring SAR
scholars that would eventually grow
into visiting professorships.

Pubantz expects to encounter schol-
ars primarily from sub-Saharan Africa,
the Middle East and Asia. “Not probably
since the 1940s and ‘50s have academic
scholars in such numbers had to flee
their countries, or not been able to do
their work or enjoy academic freedom,”
he said. “It would be great for our stu-
dents to learn from these scholars.”
